Frequently Asked Questions 
 

What are some potential partnerships that might be available? 
× The Shelter Enhancement Program operated by the Department of Community Services. 

× The RRAP (Residential Renovation Assistance Plan). 

× Project Development Funding 

Can these funds be used for renovations that will improve accessibility, i.e. 

wheelchair access? 
Yes, but renovations must directly address health and safety issues in buildings owned by the organization 

applying for funds. 

What is the maximum amount that is available per proposal? 
The maximum funding amount per proposal is $50,000. 

When will this money be available? 
The money should be available in late 2008 and must be spent by March 31, 2009. 

Is it necessary to submit more than one Proposal for different projects? 
No.  For example, if you wish to do an electrical upgrade for $15,000 and install an alarm system, $10,000, 

include both projects in your Proposal.

Is there a possibility of an extension beyond March 31, 2009? 
At the present time, we donΩǘ ƪƴƻǿ ǿƘŜǘƘŜǊ ƛǘ ǿƛƭƭ ōŜ ŜȄǘŜƴŘŜŘ ƻǊ not.  The program goes until March 31, 2009, 

however there could be a partnership with another funder with HPS funding Phase 1 and the other funder 

providing funds for Phase 2. This partnership would have to be formalized so that Service Canada would be 

assured that the project would be totally completed. 

Is a quote required for projects under $50,000? 
Yes, documentation is required for all projects, regardless of cost.
